Compare Chinese New Year with American New Year

Difference: Following is two differences between two customs.

Dates are different:

The Chinese New Year is based on lunar--calendar, but the American New Year is based on solar—calendar. So, both the dates of New Year are different even if the New Years are on January 1.

Festivities are different:

In the America, Americans like to have parties at New Year’s Eve. At ten seconds before midnight, people count down. After. People hug and kiss, and wish each other “Happy New Year”.

In Taiwan, people like to eat dinner with their families at Chinese New Year’s Eve. After dinner, it is time for the whole family to sit up for night while having fun playing cards or watching TV programs.
